RULES & REGULATIONS

And

ARCHITECTURAL GUIDELINES

These RULES & REGULATIONS and ARCHITECTURAL GUIDELINES (Procedure, Standards and Planning Criteria) as revised on March 22nd, 2005, supplement and / or clarify, but in no way limit or restrict, the restrictions set forth in the recorded Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of Cascades Park Homeowners Association [a/k/a Red Book]. To help avoid misunderstandings and avoid confusion it is highly recommended that prior to making any modification request, the homeowner consult these Guidelines and the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (RED BOOK) of the Association which has been recorded in the Clerk’s Office of Volusia County, Florida. 

ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD: Article VII, Section 1, Page 13. All additions, modifications, changes or alterations to the exterior of any existing lot, structure or improvement, including house color changes and major changes in landscaping, are subject to Architectural Review Board approval.  Prior to making any such modifications, the owner shall obtain a Request for Modification approval form from the Architectural Review Board or its members. The owner shall furnish two complete sets of required forms with all necessary supporting documents, plans, and specs to the association. The ARB may require plans to be prepared by an architect or engineer at the expense of the owner. Supporting documentation shall consist of, but not limited to, plot surveys indicating location of improvements in relation to the house and property lines, sample of materials of construction or a good quality picture of materials, installation company name and any other relevant information that will assist the ARB in its decision. Upon receipt of a completed request for approval package, the Architectural Review Board shall have 30 days within which to review the request, make a ruling, and respond to the applicant. Incomplete applications will not be considered received until all necessary documentation for improvement has been received.

BASKETBALL BACKBOARDS: Article IX, Section 19, Page 21. Shall be located along the driveway between the sidewalk and House.  Netting must be white cloth; no chains allowed.  No basketball hoop may be set up as to allow playing in the street.  No basketball playing after 10:00 P.M or before 7:00 A.M.

FENCING: Article IX, Section 18, Page 20. To obtain conformity of appearance from the highway, all fences installed by owners of property abutting the right-of-way of Highway 15-A or viewed from Cascades Park Boulevard shall meet the following criteria:  Height: 6 foot - Material: cedar wood or PVC (if available in natural wood color)  Color: stained natural cedar wood - Location: must be on property line to provide a continuous line of fence when joined with other property owners’ fences and at the same height.  Design: vertical board shadow box or stockade with all posts and supports placed inside the fence.

Other fences:  Preferences being wood shadow box painted or stained an approved color; black vinyl-coated chain link with appropriate landscape or vines to camouflage the fence, and white PVC.  No fence may be in excess of six (6) feet high.  The ARB may require landscaping to soften the appearance of extended “walls” of fencing.

FLOWER BOXES: A Window Box that is a commercially available structure in a standard size to fit, within the current approved Association color scheme.

GARAGE: No garage constructed with original dwelling shall be altered or converted to any use or purpose other than the storage of vehicles, boats or trailers, or other customary household items, including tools and hobby equipment. Nothing may be stored in the garage that prohibits the garage door from being closed.

GARAGE SALES / YARD SALES: No more than two per year are permitted, one of which will be a community – wide event. Participation in the community garage sale is not mandatory; however, only one other garage sale per household will be permitted. A sale may be held for no more than two consecutive days beginning no earlier than 7:00 am and ending no later than 4:00 PM on each day. Preferred sale days are Friday, Saturday or Sunday. The Association Board of Directors must approve scheduling. No more than three (3) standard signs provided the Homeowner removes them promptly upon completion of the sale.

GARBAGE / RECYCLE / YARD DEBRIS: Article IX, Section 5, Page 18. Shall be put at curbside no earlier than the evening before pickup; empty containers shall be removed from the curbside no later than the evening of pickup. Trash containers shall be kept in an inconspicuous location so as not to be an eyesore to any neighbor. 

LAWNS: Article VIII, Section 1, Page 16. Grass, shrubs and beds shall be kept in a neatly trimmed condition and reasonably free from weeds, pests and disease. Owner is responsible for maintenance of unpaved portion of any street right-of-way or easement abutting the Owner’s lot and any portion of the Master Surface Water Management System located on Owner’s lot.

NOISE; OBNOXIOUS OR OFFENSIVE ACTIVITY: Article IX, Section 2, Page 18. Be considerate of neighbors.

OUTBUILDINGS: Article VII, Section 3, Page 14. Any building or structure other than the dwelling unit and structures attached thereto shall be considered an outbuilding except for vinyl sheds meeting ARB criteria as defined herein. No outbuilding shall exceed 200 square feet in area, must be permanent in nature, affixed to a city approved cement foundation / slab, and meet all local and state building code requirements.  Only one outbuilding per lot shall be permitted.  The outbuilding must be constructed to preserve the aesthetic beauty of the community by using materials identical or similar to the exterior materials of the existing home, with a shingled roof and an entry / exit door. Metal or prefabricated outbuildings will not be approved unless they meet these criteria. The location of the outbuilding must also have prior approval of ARB and shall be located in the rear of the structure in an area to be least conspicuous to the public and neighbors.  In some cases, the ARB may require appropriate landscaping to maintain the aesthetics of the community.

PETS: Article IX, Section 4, Page 18. Must be on a leash and attended by a responsible person when outside the fenced area of the owner’s property. Owner must remove pet’s waste from common property and / or neighbors’ private property and properly dispose of his pet’s waste on his own property and in such a manner as to prohibit odor from disturbing neighbors. Owner shall not permit pet’s noise to disturb the peace and quiet of the neighbors. No more than three dogs, cats, or combination thereof to a household. Feral cats shall not be fed nor encouraged to colonize in the subdivision.

POOLS: Article IX, Section 21, Page 21. Other than a small child’s wading pools (no filter equipment), only in-ground swimming pools are allowed. These in-ground pools must meet all City and State requirements and regulations.

SHEDS VINYL STRUCTURES: A single unit level structure, properly maintained, in approved Association color scheme, commercially available models – no additions, must be within 6” of the house wall or a fence – limited to 1 shed structure per lot and tied down. The maximum size is not to exceed 90” at its highest point and no more than 52 square feet of floor space. In some cases, the ARB may require appropriate landscaping to maintain the aesthetics of the community.

SHUTTERS: A commercially available structure that is a standard size to fit, within the approved Association color scheme.

SIGNS: Article IX, Section 10, Page 19. One sign (not larger than 12 x 18 inches) containing only the name of the owner and / or the street number; and One sign (not larger than eight square feet of surface area per side – 2 sides maximum) used solely in connection with marketing the property for SALE or RENT.

SCREENED ENCLOSURES: Article VII, Section 3, Page 14. Must be framed with white or bronze colored metal and have a screened roof or a walk-on roof of a color matching the house or its trim or roof.

SIDEWALKS AND DRIVEWAYS: Are to be maintained by the homeowner and shall not be painted, stained or in any way colored or altered.
STRUCTURES: Article VIII, Sections ALL, Page 16. Owners shall maintain the exterior of their homes to the community standards as outlined in the CC & R’s. (RED BOOK).

TEMPORARY STRUCTURES: Article IX, Section 9, Page 19. Of any kind are not allowed, except for a limited time for an outdoor event such as a holiday party, wedding, etc. Two-day maximum time allowed for these types of structures. Such temporary structures must meet the safety requirements of the City of DeLand and be approved by the ARB if they will up over night.

VEHICLES: Article IX, Section 7, Page 18.  No vehicle may be parked anywhere on the Property except on paved streets and paved driveways.  No inoperative vehicles shall be allowed to remain on the Property in excess of forty-eight (48) hours unless kept in a garage and not visible from the street or any other Lot. No trailers, boats, campers, mobile homes, or motorized recreational vehicles may be parked in any part of the Property unless parked inside a garage.

Trucks and vans, whether commercial or non-commercial, will be permitted on the Property provided that they comply with the following:

A. They are temporarily on the Property for business purposes at the request of an Owner and do not remain on the Property for more than eight (8) continuous hours; or

B. They are continuously parked within a garage; or

C. They comply with each of the following restrictions:

1. such vehicle(s) may not exceed one (1) ton carrying capacity;

2. such vehicle(s) may not have camper shells extending more than twelve inches (12”) over the cab roof;

3. any signboard or lettering is professionally applied to fenders, doors, tailgates, and panels of such vehicle(s);

4. the frame to ground clearance may not exceed twenty four inches (24”) on such vehicle(s); and

5. they may not have added frames, racks, wooden shells or boxes.

VISIBILITY SCREENS: Article IX, Section 5, Page 18. Pool pumps and filters, well pumps, trash cans (if stored outside), and air conditioning equipment must be screened from view of any street.  Shrubbery, trees, approved fencing, other devices approved by the ARB or a combination thereof may be used for concealment purposes.

YARD ACCESSORIES: Article IX, Section 19, Page 21. Grills, barbecue pits, and play structures shall be placed in the back yard.  Front yard accessories should not be a dominant feature of the landscaping.  The location, number, design, size, color and materials are subject to ARB approval.

**NOTE**

None of the above Rules & Regulations and Architectural Guidelines will be construed to violate any City, County or State codes.
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
